Geraldine is a
small town in New Zealand in the South Pacific.

The Denis SUGRUE mentioned was my grandfather. His daughter, my mother, Noeline SUGRUE REES
recalls for his Geraldine win Denis was offered a medal or £5.

St Patrick's Day in Geraldine Fifty Years ago.
By Shamrock

Another St Patrick's Day! | look back over 50 years. St Patrick's Day used to be a great day in Geraldine.
I like the Irish. I like their wit, their brogue, their singing hearts, the "laughter” in their eyes and their ability to

tell good stories. "There's something about the Ilrish! o H
Irishmen, with their wives and families, coming to town. The men had their harp badges up and green ribbons
flowing.

Seven in the morning was the time of the church service. The Rev. Father Bowers was always at the church
gate to welcome his flock. And what a fine gentleman he was! | used to watch them arrive - not in motor cars,
but in traps, dog carts, wagonettes, on horseback, and on bicycles. They were all there - those pioneering
families: The Lysaghts, Brophys, Kennedys, Charles's, Buckleys, Earls, Gregans, Greshams, Kalaughers,
Sugrue's, Maloney's, the Burkes and the Caseys. They came to town for the day or, rather, they "went to
town" for the day. Church service at 7 a.m., breakfast in the church grounds, and afterwards, family
gatherings: the sports, 11 a.m. to 5 p.m., the Irish concert, 8 p.m. to 11 p.m., the St Pat's Ball, with the
appropriate Irish music, 11 p.m. to 2 a.m. At 2 o'clock the Irishmen with the singing hearts and delightful
brogue adjourned to the Catholic horse-paddock. From then until daybreak could be heard : "The Wearing of
the Green," "Kathleen Mavourneen," "Killarney," "The Stone by Dan Murphy's Door." The Irish Jig was
popular, too, in the early hours. Chris Gregan and Alec Cooper could certainly play the Irish music! Great
days - great nights!

The Sports

I remember the coaches arriving from Orari railway station laden with competitors for the sports. The racing
bicycles were piled high on top of each coach. The two policemen we had in those days were in uniform and
"on the beat," and Geraldine town was once again "on the way" with its Big Day.

Recently | found an ancient programme which reminded me of the athletic giants of the past: The wrestlers,
the Lysaghts, Brophys and "Fat Jack" McKay: the field events men, Miles and George Metcalf, "Bill" Merrin,
Jim Connell, Denis Sugrue: the cyclists, the Arnst Bros., Phil O'Shea, Alf Bonis. "Jumbo" Wells and co. An
outstanding sprinter, Dave Devon, was killed in World War 1. There was a great disturbance in the early
twenties when in the final of the St Pat's Wheel Race, the lap-scorer rang the bell alap too soon. It needed all
the diplomacy and verbosity of the said lap-scorer, now a prominent Geraldine business man, to convince the
riders that the mistake was theirs and not his.

I recall that at one of the meetings before World War 1, Holloway, then a crack U.S.A. sprinter, competed, as
also did Trembath, who was then the Australia and New Zealand middle and long distance champion. They
were certainly flyers. One who competed against them at Geraldine told me recently that they were much "too
fly" for the local starter! They watched him start to press the trigger and they were away and "up with the
boys" in no time. On another occasion, | remember the then Prime Minister, the Rt Hon W. F. Massey, being
present and making a speech during the afternoon.
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In about 1920 Lin Lewis (now handicapper for the S.C. Jockey Club), sprinter, and Stewart McClymont,
distance runner, competed. They both later represented New Zealand. Further back than that | remember Rita
Burns (dancing champion), and the Robertson Bros. (champion pipers).

Competitors

Remembering the sports meetings from 1919 on - | remember, especially, the local lads: Les Coulter, who was
at his best over 440 yards and 880 yards. | think Les's best time for the 440 was 50 seconds, and for the 880,
1min 57sec. Good going! Llew Collins, now president of the Waimate Athletic Club, was at his peak as a
sprinter. He recorded 10 seconds for the 100 yards and 22 seconds for the 220 yards. Llew was always
"trained to the minute." It was at Geraldine in the good old - or shall we say bad old days - that the judges of
the sprint events made a worse mistake than the lap-scorer | referred to previously. A local "crack” won the
sprint event, but was not sighted by the judges. He could certainly move, and visibility was poor - very poor at
4 p.m. on that particular St Patrick's Day. It so often was! Anyway, it was a day of celebration! M. J. Wilson
was a good all rounder and in 1923 won the Dr Patterson championship cup for the most points. | understand
that "M. J." is still in South Canterbury, and still takes an interest in athletics.

Dick O'Neill was recording 5ft 8in in the high jump and bettered that later. Con Voss and Bruce Brien were
sprinting well. Jack Markham, Bob Hardwick, Charlie McNab and Don Bates were "making them go" in the
distance events. Jack Markham had a very fine action and would have gone further but for a weak ankle.
Charlie McNab had the "heart of a lion" and recorded good times. In 1920, Hanmer Morrison, who had been
Timaru High School athletic champion the year before, could cover the 100 yards in 10 2-5 seconds and the
220 in 23 seconds. Right up til 1923 - they had been competing for years - Miles and George Metcalf, "Bill"
Merrin, the Brophys and the Lysaghts were still holding their own in the field events. The quoits events
always attracted Jimmy Rae, Albert Stringer and the Metcalfs, who fought it out for pride of place. Sheaf
tossing was then popular: Denis Sugrue broke the South Island record when he threw 29 feet. Jim O'Connell,
who trained Denis, had to take second place to his pupil. Denis bettered his Geraldine throw when at Temuka
he recorded 30 feet when making an exhibition throw. We salute the giants of the past!

For the organising of the sports, credit was freely given to the late Mr John Kennedy; for many years
secretary (he was also Mayor of the town for many years), and to Mr James Lysaght, who proved to be a most
able and enthusiastic president. Mr Lysaght is still with us and can tell many good stories of the early St Pat's
days.

Memorable Concert

Remembering the concerts, | think of one just after World War 1. A friend of mine, an Irish ex-Army lieutenant,
then a local bank officer, was so delighted when standing outside the old Geraldine Volunteer Hall, listening
to a renowned Timaru singer singing "The Wearing of the Green", he fired three revolver shots into the air just
to record his approval and help along the applause. He had been having a real St Pat's Day and night.

Looking back has given me enjoyment. Every St Pat's Day | remember the great old days when there was a
real celebration. | remember, too, with great respect, the pioneers who "blazed the trail", the Irish families
whose names | have previously referred to. It is gratifying that their names have been recorded on brass
plates in the new church. We remember with pride the old St Pat's days and regret the prospect of reviving the
sports meeting seems remote.

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The South Dakota Sugrues
by Jeffrey Carvel Sugrue

The Sugrue family first made its way from Ireland to South Dakota by Wagmada, then Maine, Wisconsin and
Minnesota. Most of our early Sugrue family history was originally provided by my grandfather, Carvel (Cub) Clifford
Sugrue. He was born on Decembef,2B01, in Aitkin, Minnesota, the youngest son of Daniel Lesteruguagnd

Clarissa Elizabeth Rackliff. Gloria (Forbes) Flannery (grdr@du g ht er of Sarah Sugrue, D.
Fairfield, Maine, also provided a number of details for the early period our family lived in Maine. | have since found
additional detad as more and more information becomes available on the internet.

According to my Grandpa Cub, we are related to Dennis Sughrue who was born in Annascaul, County Kerry, Ireland
around 1793795. Dennis married his first wife (name unknown) around 1828y pbssibly had 3 children:

definitely my great great grandfather Daniel (b: 1822), then possibly Dennis (b: 1826) and John (b:1833/34). My
novice genealogy has found that Dennis probably immigrated to Canada in 1825 and then to Aroostook County,
Maine araind 18321836. Dennis had a second marriage in 1841 to Sarah Ann Bubar (b: 12 Mar 1806 in Sheffield,
Sunbury Co., N.B., Canada). They possibly had three more children: Dennis (b: 1843), G Frederick (b: 1846, d: 25
May 1856), and Catherine (b: 1848). Dertlisd 10 February 1874 and rests in the First St. Denis Cemetery on the
CaribouFort Fairfield Road.

Daniel Sughrue married Lucy Jane Gardner (b: 12 Jan 1831) on 23 July, 1850 had approximately 12 children: Willian
H., Joseph, George, Ellen Mabel (b: 24yML848 or 24 May 1851), James M. or H. (b: 1852/54), Daniel Lester (b:

1854) (my great grandfather), Mary (b: 1855), Benjamin (b: 1856), Anne F. (b: 9 Sep 1864), Frank Leslie (b: 1865),
Lucy Jane (b: 12 Sep 1867) and John E. (b:1870). Daniel served thei€ivil War with the 30th Regiment, Maine
Infantry, and then returned to live in Caribou, Maine until his death on 25 March, 1889.

It is noteworthy that three of the Sughrue brothers living near Caribou, Maine married three Rackcliff sisters. William
wed Mary Elizabeth (Liza) Rackcliff in 1882, James married Lucinda Rackcliff and my great grandfather, Daniel
Lester, married Clarissa Elizabeth Rackcliff (b: 1856) around 1876.

Grandpa Cub said that his father, Daniel, and brothers were in the loggihgrdoest milling business, originally in

northern Maine. At least three of the brothers, James, John and Daniel moved the family logging operation westward.
The family moved west and logged near Fifield, Wisconsin (near Park Falls) from 1879 to 1895aGrahdjaid

that his mother Clarissa told him the Sughrue family dropped the "h" out of their name at some point during the move
westward and became Sugrue.

The Sugrues then moved to Aitkin, Minnesota, in 1895 and logged until 1918. Most of the logaimiipap were

near Shevell (Shovel) Lake, Minnesota, about 25 miles north of Aitkin. My Grandpa Cub recalled that his uncle John
(Jack) ran a shingle mill and was a really good tenor singer. John married in 1921 to a woman whose first name was
Hulda (bornin 1899 in Aitkin, Minnesota). Jack died in 1954. Brother James (Jim) also moved with the family to
Minnesota. He died in Aitkin, Minnesota in the 1930s.

Daniel and Clarissa had six children. Lester (b: 1877, d: 1918) was married to Ruby Trip. Lesteawmyérom

Aitkin in 1904, settling in Spokane, Washington, and worked for Standard Oil. Vern, born in 1880 in Wisconsin,
hunted for game to feed the logging camps. He was married to Minnie Reynolds in 1904 and moved to Sioux Falls,
South Dakota around 16-1915. Vern died in 1965 in Sioux Falls, South Dakota. Roy Sugrue, born 1885, died in
1950. He was married to Inga Arnold in 1918. Millie Sugrue, born in 1893, died in 1917. Viva Sugrue, born in 1895,
died in 1958 in Spokane, Washington. She marrieddRitle. Otto from Tulare, South Dakota. And finally, my
grandfather, Carvel Clifford was born 25 December 1901.

In April 1918, just after Cub graduated from high school, he moved with his mother, Clarissa, to Sioux Falls,
South Dakota. His older brothee¥h had already settled in Sioux Falls. Cub married Vivian Gardner from Tulare,
South Dakota, in 1924. They raised two sons, Douglas and Steven. Cub worked at the Ford Motor Garage until 1933

9
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when he joined the Sioux Falls Fire Department. He retired28tgears as the Captain of the Sioux Falls Southside
Fire Station.

Douglas married Joyce Scarborough in 1955 in Sioux Falls. Both became Registered Nurses, serving in public health
in South Dakota and Kansas. They raised two sons, Jeff and Randy. ddn&grue family moved to Brookings in

1966, then to Pierre, South Dakota in 1971. In 1982 Doug & Joyce moved to Topeka, Kansas. Joyce returned to Sou
Dakota in 2003, following Doug's death in 2000. Steve Sugrue became an architect and continuiesSimlixg-alls

with a summer cabin in Silver City, South Dakota.

Jeff was commissioned as an officer in the US Army in 1981 and continues to serve on active duty. He married Jodi
Smith of Presho in 1988. Randy settled in Santa Fe, New Mexico, in 198@e&kwifor the City of Santa Fe. He and

his wife Suzie have two children, Joey (16) and Carolyn (15). Jeff & Jodi Sugrue resettled in Silver City, South
Dakota in 2002 upon Jeff's Army assignment as the Inspector General for the South Dakota Nation8il@rard

City is a small village in the Black Hills (location of Mount Rushmoa&a The Shrine to Democracy). After 27 years

of active service in the US Army this final move is allowing their two children, Christian (17) and Hannah (12) to
grow their Soth Dakota roots before beginning their own adventures. The family is active in the Silver City Volunteer
Fire Department, Silver City Chapel, and Boy Scouts.
